Introduction letter and presentation

We are the Primary and Infant State School Ramón Gaya, a school which has been working since 2000. 

We are situated in the south of a village so-called Santomera. Ramón Gaya School is 9,32 miles (15 km) far away from Murcia, the capital of the Region of Murcia, one of the 17 provinces in Spain.

Our centre counts with 36 teachers and 175 pupils in Infant School and 276 ones in Primary School, with a total of 451 students. 

The most outstanding characteristic of our centre is the fact that a diverse and multicultural educational community lives together in it, which leads students to be enriched personally and culturally as well as to develop attitudes and values of solidarity, respect and mutual understanding. In our School we have up to 20 different nationalities: Spanish, Bulgarian, Rumanian, Russian, Polish, English, French, Ecuadorean, Brazilian, Colombian, Bolivian, Argentinian, Chilean, Chinese, Moroccan, Algerian, German, Peruvian, Portuguese and Ukrainian. 

This intercultural reality entails a motivating and innovating work attitude on our staff in order to guarantee the integration along with giving the opportunity to develop the abilities of our pupils. 

Values related to Health and Communication are strengthened by our Multilateral Comenius, running from 2010 until 2012 in which we have the responsibility of coordinate the project.

Several programmes/projects are developed in this direction: Health Project, Remedial Project, New Technologies, High Abilities’ Improvement and Promotion of Spanish as a second language. 

We also set in motion a bilingual project. Science, Art, Music and Literacy are taught through English and we would like to find new resources to increase our pupil’s motivation in some of these subjets.

We are interested in coordinating another Comenius Project so as our experience in this field has been very satisfactory.
